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Spring Storms can Bring Down Power Lines
It’s not every day a 

power line in your neigh-
borhood falls to the 
ground. So most of us have 
very little experience when 
it comes to dealing with 
one when it does.

The best thing to do if 
you see a fallen electrical 

line: Stay far, far away from 
it.

A downed line can 
energize the ground as far 
away as 35 feet—and even 
farther when the ground is 
wet.

So never drive over 
one, pick it up or move it. 

Instead, call 911 and keep 
others away until the pro-
fessionals arrive.

Any downed line could 

be live, which means it’s 
dangerous. Steer clear of 
it—and teach your children 
to do the same.

You’re used to strapping on a face mask 
every time you leave the house. This spring, 
double-down on your protective gear when you 
venture out into your yard for spring chores.

Operating lawnmowers, leaf blowers, saws, 
weed trimmers and other outdoor equipment is 
perfectly safe when your eyes, skin and hands are 
protected. But a simple spring cleanup can turn to 
tragedy in a second if you don’t cover up before 
you plug in.

Basic protective gear includes goggles to 
cover your eyes, work gloves for your hands, and 
sturdy, waterproof boots.

In addition, cover your skin with a lightweight 
long-sleeved shirt and long pants. Protect your 
head with a helmet if you’re working in an area 
with a lot of rocks or pebbles or climbing a ladder.

And if you’re operating extra-loud equipment, 
especially for a prolonged period, plug your ears, 
too.

Work, Play Safely 
in Spring Sunshine

It’s time to welcome springtime’s fresh air and sunshine! Work 
and play safely in the warm weather. 

When you break out your ladder to climb onto the roof to repair 
antennas or satellite dishes, be mindful of a few simple safety rules 
that can prevent electrocution. 

Keep masts, poles, ladders, tools, and toys far away from power 
lines at all times. 

Check to see if new power lines have been strung near your 
home before you move an antenna. Assume all overhead power 
lines are “live” and that contact with them can be lethal.

Never place a ladder near 
an electrical power line. Position 
non-metal ladders at a height and 
location that prevents the possibil-
ity of you or it contacting a power 
line. 

Leave a distance of at least 
one and one-half times the length 
of the antenna or pole you’re 
holding between you and a power 
line. 

Properly ground all masts. 
Be aware that you can be 

electrocuted by touching a power line directly or by touching a metal 
ladder, antenna, pipe or kite that touches a power line.

Stay away from fallen power lines. They can shock or kill you.

Although co-
ops don’t pay 

income tax, we do pay 
a 2-percent gross re-
ceipts tax. It is in lieu of 
ad-valorem, sales, and 
other excise taxes. The 
gross receipt tax is then 
distributed by the Okla-
homa Tax Commission 
to area school districts 
based on the miles of 
co-op power lines within 
the district.

In 2020 CVEC 
paid $1,131,530.85 
in gross receipt taxes. 
That amount, coupled 
with the $700,752.36 
paid by WFEC, totaled 
$1,832,282.21 paid to 
area schools.

The accompanying 
chart details taxes paid 
to each school district in 
CVEC’s service territory 
in 2020.
