You teach your kids to 
stay far away from power 
lines while they’re playing 
outdoors in the spring and 
summer. Heed that advice 
when you’re working in the 
yard or roof.

Contact with a live wire 
can damage your equipment. 
Worse, if you happen to be 
touching the equipment when 
it touches the wire, you could 
get electrocuted.

Here are a few springtime 
safety tips:

•  Don’t move a ladder 
or any tall equipment within 
15 feet of any power line. A 
ladder that tips over should 
easily clear the wire.

•  For safety’s sake, 
assume every wire is live. 
Do not assume the wire is a 
telephone or cable line. Call 
your electric cooperative to

•  Never touch a branch if 

it is touching a wire. Report 
the situation o your electric 
cooperative and keep every-
one away from it until help 
arrives.

•  Don’t work outdoors in 
the rain. You could slip and 
fall, causing your ladder or 
equipment—or yourself—to 
topple onto a power line.

The weather outside can be as frightful in March 
as in January some days, but the early spring usually 
sneaks in a few warm-weather days here and there. 
Take advantage of them.

Early spring features plenty of days when you 
can turn off your furnace and treat your home—and 
its occupants—to a taste of the pleasant weather to 
come. Here’s how to take advantage of early glimpses 
of spring—and save some household energy while 
you’re at it:

•  Open the windows. If it’s warm enough to let 
some fresh air in during this in-between season of no 
heaters and no air conditioners, do it. Leave the win-
dows open overnight to air out the house and stave off 
the need for the a/c.

•  Let the sunshine in. Open the drapes on sunny 
days and let nature keep your home warm. As it starts 
getting hot, though, cover windows up so incoming 
sunrays won’t compete with the a/c.

•  Cook outdoors. Dust off the grill and start cook-
out season early this year.

•  Switch the direction of the blades on your ceil-
ing fan. For warm weather, the blades should rotate 
counterclockwise.

•  Readjust your water heater’s temperature to 
120 degrees if you cranked it up a few degrees for the 
winter.

•  Schedule your home’s a/c maintenance now, 
before you need to turn on the air conditioning for the

If you see condensa-
tion on your windows, 
it means the panes are 
not efficient enough to 
keep out the cold air.

Same goes in the 
summer: Single-pane 

windows are not 
high-quality enough to 
keep your cool, air-con-
ditioned air indoors.

Those foggy win-
dows are trying to tell 
you something: Replace 
them.

Moisture in the 
air condenses when it 
touches a cold surface, 
causing the glass to 
“sweat” like a cold glass 
of iced tea on a hot day. 
Condensation can form 
on the glass and even 
pool on the window 
sill. And like any excess 
moisture, it can even-
tually lead to mold 
and mildew. It also can 
damage your windows 
over time.

One solution: 
Replace drafty, sin-
gle-pane windows with 

double-pane versions that 
are more energy efficient. 
Here are four other ways 
to cut down on conden-
sation:

1. Install ventilating 
fans in every bathroom, 
and turn them on before 
every shower. Let the fan 
run until the “fog” clears 
out of the bathroom, but 
no longer. 

2. Use the hood fan 
over your stove when 
you cook. Cooking 
sends moisture into the 
air—along with lingering 
odors. The fan will rid 
your home of those smells 
and humidity. 

3. Vent your clothes 
dryer to the outside. 

4. Limit your use of 
humidifiers indoors. It’s 
possible to add too much 
moisture to indoor air.
