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Electricity is an unforgiv-
ing element, and that is 

why CVEC puts such a priority 
on electrical safety education. 
We hold regular safety meet-
ings for our employees and 
staff, and equip our line and 
service personnel with gear to 
keep them safe. 

We feel it is important to 
educate the public, as well. 
It’s never too soon to start 
teaching young people how to 
live safely around electricity, 
so we go into area schools to 
share safety information with 
students. 

On November 18, CVEC 
Director of Safety and Loss 
Control Jesse Murray, head of 
our Construction Department 
Chris Speers, and Communi-
cations Coordinator Kaci Jarvis 
visited the 5th grade class at 
Strother Schools.

They visited with the 
students and teachers about 
electricity, and safety practic-
es, along with showing them 
some of the equipment CVEC 
linemen use to be safe. 

They also shared info on 
electric cooperatives, particu-
larly CVEC and its history. 

Jarvis says the students 
were great, adding “It was 
exciting to be able to be back 
in the schools again!”
